Guernsey sits in the middle of one of the most historic areas in Wyoming. Hundreds of thousands of immigrants passed through here on their way west in the middle of the 19th century, even stopping to carve their names in sandstone cliffs along what is now known as

Guernsey is blessed with warm, sunny summers averaging in the low 80’s and winters that are cold and generally dry.  The average annual snowfall for the county is about 25 inches, while annual rainfall averages about 14 inches.  Residents experience over 230 sunny days per year and are blessed with a comfort index of 70, compared to 44 nationally, making it a great place to take up roots.
